that we can   muster for the coming 
year. The clock is ticking and we don't 
want to face the consequences of   
starting the Jewish year without having 
given ourselves the tremendous sense 
of wholeness that comes from          
repairing our relationships with God 
and with other people. 

During this period of counting the 
Omer, instead of focusing on the   
consequence of starting the year 
poorly, we instead strive to reveal our 
true and genuine selves. It is this part 
of us that we long to have encounter 
God's wisdom presented in our        
tradition. Since this is a spring season, 
we notice the natural world also shed-
ding its winter overcoat and feeling the 
warmth and growth possible in           
renewal. 

Where might we find all of this re-
newal? Can we get our authentic selves 
at a drive-thru? Or do we have to get 
out of the car? How will we know our

discover them? 

In this 7 week tradition, there is 
wisdom in starting the process 
by focusing on compassion,  a 
form of love which expects  
nothing in return. A                  
compassionate people are joined 
by how they can help, and that 
ability and willingness to be a 
compassionate people, for each 
of us to be a compassionate    
person makes us ready to receive 
the Torah each year and bring its 
wisdom gently forward into our 
lives. We can be sources of    
comfort and inspiration, and so 
be the Torah we wish to deserve.

During this time of year we trace the 7 weeks 
from our Passover celebration of freedom to 
the marking of the receiving of the Torah on 
Shavuot. This period is known as Counting 
the Omer after an offering ritual in our     
scriptures. These seven weeks have also 
marked for many Jews a period of personal 
transformation. 

If, as it is in our Tradition, all of our souls 
stood at Sinai to receive the Torah, then each 
year we should get ready to receive The       
Torah  again by going through a  process of 
self evaluation and improvement to emphasize 
our worthiness. If this sounds suspiciously like 
High Holiday activities, that is probably not a 
mistake, however there is an important       
distinction in our orientation. 

As we focus on self-improvement during the 
High Holiday period, we have one eye one the 
notion that the version of ourselves which we 
present to the world (and God) on Yom     
Kippur represents all of the potential for good
